CYPS Careers Glossary
A Level- a non compulsory advanced level of a subject taken after school.

AST- Advanced Skills Teachers- are teachers who have been recognised through external assessment as having excellent classroom practice. They are given additional payment and increased non-contact time in order to share their skills and experience with other teachers, within their own school and from other schools.

BA (HONS) - Bachelor of Arts degree with honours- an undergraduate academic degree awarded for completion of the course- always awarded in one of four classes depending on marks.

BSC- Bachelor of Science degree- is an undergraduate academic degree awarded for completion of a course specilaising in one or more of the Sciences.
Business & Technology Education Council (BTEC) was a sub-degree council in the United Kingdom until 1996, when its functions were transferred to Edexcel.
CACDP-uis also known as Signature and promotes excellence in communication with deaf and deafblind people.
CACHE- designs courses and qualifications in the care and education of children and young people. They are the UK’s only specialist Awarding Body. Their courses range from entry level to advanced qualifications for sector professionals.
CLAiT- is a package of three IT qualifications which provides a one-stop shop for learners looking to develop, improve or advance their IT skills
CLEAPSS- is an advisory service providing support in science and technology for a range of local authorities and schools including establishments for pupils with special needs.

CPD- Continuing Professional Development- is the means by which members of professional associations maintain, improve and broaden their knowledge and skills and develop the personal qualities required in their professional lives.

CPN- Community Psychiatric Nurse- visits people who are living in the community. This is most often in the person's own home but it can also be in GP’s surgeries.
CRB- Criminal Records Bureau- provides criminal record data ‘ disclosures’ . The applicants criminal record is checked against the Police National Computer and against lists of people considered unsuitable to work with children and vulnerable people. 

Diploma- A qualification in the vocational education and training and higher education sectors

DipSW- Diploma in Social Work- is the professional qualification for all social workers and education welfare officers in England. 

ECDL (European Computer Driving Licence)- is a computer literacy certification programme provided by ECDL Foundation. 
Edexcel- is a learning provider of internationally recognised qualifications.
FE- Further Education- is additional to Secondary Education and may be on the same level, lower level or a higher level than secondary education and can include training. 

GCSE- General Certificate of Secondary Education- the basic level of a subject taken in 
School
HE- Higher Education- is a higher level than that of Secondary School Level and is usually provided in Universities. 

ISSP- Intensive Supervision and Surveillance programme. - ISSP is the most intense non-custodial intervention available for young offenders. It combines levels of community-based surveillance with a focus on tackling the factors that contribute to the young person's offending behaviour.
JNC- Joint Negotiating Committee- for Youth and Community Workers is the body which sets the national framework used to grade and pay jobs. Their function is to agree the salary scales, yearly pay increases and other terms and conditions of service. 

LDSS- Learning Development and Support Services- provide minimum standards of practice for the work of Learning Mentors, Education Welfare Officers and practitioners supporting children and young people.
NEET- are individuals who are NOT in Education, Employment or training.

NCSL- National College of School Leadership- works to make a difference to children's lives through excellent school leadership- growing and supporting current and future school leaders so that they can have a positive impact within and beyond their schools.

NMC- Nursing and Midwifery Council- The core function is to establish standards of education, training, conduct and performance and to ensure that those standards are maintained, thereby safeguarding the health and wellbeing of the public.
NNEB- Nursery Nurses Examination Board- is the qualification for a Nursery Nurse or Hospital play assistant and gives students hands on experience in addition to the academic course.
NOS- National Occupational Standards- set out real world job skills defined by employers, and other stakeholders
NPQH- is NCSL's highly successful flagship provision for aspiring Head teachers, which is underpinned by the National Standards for Head teachers. It is mandatory to hold or have a place on NPQH in order to apply for a headship in the maintained sector.

NVQ- National Vocational Qualification- assess someone’s competence in a work situation they are based on national occupational standards.

PGCE- Post Graduate Certificate in Education- qualification trains students to become teachers 
PQ- Post qualification award in Social Work can be studied at a university or college, which has been approved by the General Social Care Council. These awards are at three academic levels- specialist, higher specialist, and advanced.
QTS- Qualified Teacher Status- is required to become and to continue being a teacher

RN- Registered Nurse- is a health care professional responsible for implementing the practice of nursing through the use of the nursing process in line with other health care professionals. In their work as advocates for the patient, they use the nursing process to assess, plan, implement, and evaluate nursing care of the sick and injured. 
RSCN- Registered Sick Children’s Nurse- Children's nurse’s care for babies, children and adolescents. They apply their specialist knowledge to the particular needs and problems of children and their families. 

VQ- Vocationally Related Qualification- covers the skills and knowledge that learners need to carry out a job. To achieve their VQ, learners must have attended a course and successfully complete a test and /or number of assignments.
